Important Attributes:
SEM_OFFERED in V_COURSES tells that in which semester the subject if offered 1,2,3,4,5 or upto 8th.(e.g. if subject lets say 'distributed computing' is a subject for 3rd semester, but student of 7th semester has registered for  this subject, then the value in SEM_OFFERED will be 7.

COURSE_OFF_ID in V_COURSES will always have value = 1.(Primary Key )

SEMESTER in V_COURSES tells that STUDENT is of Semester 1, 2 3 or.... 8th

ENROLLMENT In V_COURSE_REGISTRATION is the enrollment of the student.

So you can see that, student is studying in 3rd Semester, But he has registered one course with the 2nd semester.

Since, date sheet for exams is made separately for each semester. 

Now For example, from the above scenario, if for SEMESTER 3rd the date for 'Programming Fundamentals' exam  is same as the date for its 'Calculus' exam for Semester 4th.
