1. How are account distributions initially created for pcard  transactions? 

2. Which database table stores the accounting information? 

3. Can account distributions be changed in Payables, or does it need to be done on the Web? 

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS 

1. How are account distributions initially created for pcard  transactions? 

You have two options to create account distributions. First, you can automatically create account distributions when the Procurement Card Transaction Validation Report is run and when the create_distribution_flag is set to 'Y' for pcard transactions. If the create_distribution_flag is set to 'N', then the account distributions are created manually in Payables. The create_distribution_flag is set when you load your pcard transactions into the AP_EXPENSE_FEED_LINES table.

2. Which database table stores the accounting information? 

Account distribution records are stored in the  AP_EXPENSE_FEED_DISTS_ALL table.   When the records are  created automatically, one distribution record gets created  for each procurement card transaction.

3. Can account distributions be changed in Payables, or does  it need to be done on the Web? 

You can update account distributions in either Payables or  in Oracle Self-Service Web Applications (OSSWA).  In Payables  you can modify account distributions in the Transaction  Distributions window (accessed from the Procurement Card  Transactions window).   You can use this window to view and update transactions before validation.  The cost center and optionally the natural account segment  value can be changed using the OSSWA interface using the  Verify Open Transactions function.  OSSWA users can only  update account distributions once the distribution records  have been created.

Import and Payment of Transactions

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS 

1. Can procurement card transactions be imported through the  EDI inbound invoices, or is there a special PCI program they  need to use? 

No, customers will have to write their own programs for  getting information into the AP_EXPENSE_FEED_LINES_ALL table

2. Are there any concurrent programs available for EFT of  P-Card or Credit Card payments? 

You can create electronic payments out of Payables using the EDI Gateway.

Notifications

QUESTIONS 

1. Can you verify or approve P-Card  transactions via the notifications window in the forms-based  applications? 

2. How are the transaction notifications grouped? 

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS 

1. Can you verify or approve P-Card transactions via the notifications window in the forms-based applications? 

Yes, however, for employee verifications, this is an all or none approval process. You can open a notification and verify all transactions, but you can not verify the transactions at the line level like you can in OSSWA. Further, without the OSSWA, an employee cannot change the statuses, split a transaction, or change the account and/or cost center of individual transactions.

2. How are the transaction notifications grouped? 

For the employee notifications, they are grouped by employee and card profile. Therefore, one notification is sent for each employee for the group of transactions selected within a given date range as specified when you run the Distribute Manager Card Transactions Approvals program from the Submit Requests window. For the manager notifications, if the notification method is notification only, transactions are grouped in notifications based on the direct reports of a manager and the credit card profile. Therefore, if a manager has three direct reports but they all use the same card profile, then the manager would receive one notification. If manager approval is required, transactions are grouped based on a single direct report for a manager and the card profile.

Reporting

QUESTION & ANSWER 

1. Are there any standard reports which will inform Accounts Payable of all outstanding verifications or is this viewable through a form? 

No standard reporting is available at this point. We do have a window based on the AP_EXPENSE_FEED_LINES and AP_EXPENSE_FEED_DISTS table where you can view transactions and transaction distributions (including statuses). However, this window - "Procurement Card Transactions" – provides limited ad-hoc query capabilities.

Requirements

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS 

1. Does Procurement card functionality simply come with R11i Payables or do you buy it separately? 

Procurement card does come with R11i Payables.

2. Do you have to purchase Internet Expenses to use the P-Card functionality? From what I can tell, you can do everything in Payables. Is this true? 

You could use P-card without OSSWA if you have no need to view, verify, or approve pcard transactions via the web interface. However, if you or other employees need to verify or approve p-card transactions, then you would need to use OSSWA. If you want to use the p-card functionality in OSSWA, you need to purchase a license for Internet Expenses.

3. Are Oracle Self-Service Applications part of R11i or is there a separate release that refers specifically to Self-Service Apps? 

Self-Service Web Applications are part of R11i, specifically the P-Card Integration piece.

Self-Service Functions

QUESTION & ANSWER 

1. What functions can I perform as an OSSWA user? 

In addition to updating the cost center and natural account segment values, you can split a transaction into two distributions, and update the status of the distribution records. You can also view the history of your procurement card transactions.

Transaction Status

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS 

1. Does each transaction have it's own status so that it can be individually tracked and payment to the card issuer can be controlled at transaction level? 

Yes.

2. Verification and Approval "Don’t Pay" is optional, so while verification and approval handling can take place within Workflow, the payment to the card issuer could take place immediately if required. 

The Don't Pay exclusions are optional. However, once you pay the transactions, the transactions are not "Open" and cannot be verified using OSSWA. The workaround for this is to not pay those statuses, create the invoice, then manually add the amounts to the invoice for those transactions that are not verified yet.

General 

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS 

1. What is the purpose of Pcards? 

Procurement cards (also known as Purchasing Cards or P-Cards) are VISA or Master Card charge cards. They are provided by business enterprises to their employees so the employees can purchase business-related goods and services. They are usually intended for small dollar purchases, representing a high volume of purchasing transactions. 

2. Is Pcards integrated with Oracle Purchasing? 

No. At this time there is no integration. 

3. Are Pcards ever used for travel? 

Pcards are generally not used for Travel. 

4. Do employees pay the Credit Card Company that issued the Pcard? 

No, employees do not pay. 

5. When did Pcard functionality become available? 

In release 11.0. Pcard functionality has not been backported to release 10.7. 

6. Can a transaction that has one 'Approved' distribution be adjusted via the Payables Transaction Distributions window? 

No, once a transaction has at least one distribution with an 'Approved' status, the transaction's distributions can no longer be updated in this window. However, self-service users can still update the non-approved distribution records. 

7. What are the responsibilities for Pcard? 

Procurement Cards - Oracle Self Service Applications 
Procurement Cards (Card Profile Admin) - Oracle Payables 
Procurement Cards (Full Access) - Oracle Payables 
Procurement Cards (Program Admin) - Oracle Payables 

8. Can unvalidated transactions be viewed in Verify Open Transactions page? 

No, transaction distribution records need to have at least a status of 'Validated' before they can be viewed on the Verify Open Transactions page. 

9. What are options available to an employee to verify a transaction? 

One, they can automatically verify all of the transaction distributions associated with this notification by clicking the Automatically Verify Remaining and Continue button on the notification; or two, they can access the Verify Open Transactions to verify individual transaction distributions. 

10. What is the difference in how the GL account is determined for Pcards and Ccards? 

The defaulting mechanism for the pcards GL account distributions is different from that used for T&E cards.  To summarize, for pcards, the GL account distributions are derived based on the setup at the card program level.  In contrast, the GL account for T&E expense lines is determined based on the setup in the expense report template and/or the employee's HR setup.  Additionally, pcards have a more robust defaulting mechanism. 

11. Can Pcard users update the natural account and the cost center used? 

Pcards user can update the natural account and cost center segment values. 

12. Can you provide a brief summary of the steps involved in the Pcard process? 

Summary of what happens: 

1. Load trxns into AP_EXPENSE_FEED_LINES_ALL 

2. Submit Validate Pcard trxns report (?create actg dists) in AP_EXPENSE_FEED_DISTS_ALL 

3. Submit the Distribute Employee Card Transaction Verifications program 

4. Submit the Distribute Manager Card Transaction Approvals program 

5. Submit Procurement Card Invoice Interface Summary to move data from 
AP_EXPENSE_FEED_DISTS_ALL table to the AP_INVOICES and AP_INVOICE_DISTRIBUTIONS tables. 

13. Can an employee Update the status of a transaction (and Split a trxns)  through the CORE apps? 

Yes, employee can split through the core apps, also they can update transaction status through the core apps. But, they can not change the cost center or natural acct. 

14. Can you change the cost center in SSWA? 

Through the Verify Open Transactions Window. 

15. What are the windows/screens available in web user interface? 

Web User Interface for Pcards has these windows: 

1. Search Open Transactions 

2. Open Transactions 

3. Verify Open Transactions 

16. What can a user do via SSWA/verify open transactions? 

1. change the status of dists. (ie. Verify a transaction at the line level) 

2. split a transaction 

3. update the cost center 

4. update the natural account segment 

17. What can a user do via the core Applications? 

You can update the acct dist in AP. in the 'transactions dist window'. 

18. Can you verify transactions from the core Applications? 

Yes, but when you VERFIY (though workflow) you verify all, you can not verify individual transactions. 

19. What happens if an employee verifies through the core Applications? 

They verify all transactions/dists for the notification. 

20. What are the ways an employee can verify? 

1. Through SSWA, verify open transaction window 

2. Through Core Apps, Transactions Distribution Window 

21. Can users split a transaction? 

User can split pcard transactions through the SSWA or through the core Applications. In SSWA, you can only split transaction into one other line, in the core Applications, you can split into multiple lines. 

22. What Integration exists between  Pcards and Oracle Projects? 

The current Pcard solution will very likely not be integrated with Oracle Projects. Rather, the direction that Product Management is looking at is integrating the current Pcard solution with Credit Cards in Internet Expenses. Product Management and Development are investigating this issue. At this time, there is no time estimate for when/if Pcards will be integrated into Internet Expenses. There is no supported method to customize the current Pcard solution for integration with Projects. 
Currently, Internet Expenses integrates with Oracle Projects. You can enter expense reports with credit card transactions that are project related. If necessary , you can have these expense reports, BYPASS a manager's approval and be automatically approved. You can then eventually interface these expense reports back to PA. Yes, this method, does have some limitations (ie. users would be required to enter an expense report), but this is a possible solution. 

23. How is the functionality of Pcard limited without OSSWA? 

You can verify or approve P-Card transactions via the notifications window in the forms-based applications. However, for employee verifications, this is an all or none approval process. You can open a notification and verify all  transactions, but you cannot verify the transactions at the line level like you can in OSSWA. Further, without the OSSWA, an employee cannot change the statuses, split a transaction, or change the account and/or cost center of individual transactions. 

The cost center and optionally the natural account segment value can be changed using the OSSWA interface using the Verify Open Transactions function. OSSWA users can only update account distributions once the distribution records have been created. 

24. Can you enter the same Pcard number for different employees? 

No, each employee must be assigned a unique Pcard number. Please note, there was a bug in the form APXWCARD which allowed You to incorrectly assign the same Pcard number to more than one employee. 
See Bug 1530170. Bug 1530170 was logged to fix the following problem: "CREDIT CARDS WINDOW ALLOWS YOU TO SET UP TO CARDS FOR THE SAME CARD PROGRAM". This bug was corrected in version 115.10 of APXWCARD.fmb. This fix disallowed you from entering the same P_card number for multiple employees. The bug 1530170 was fixed in March 30, 2001. The fix for bug 1530170 was released with Pcard Patchset A 1704804 on April 4, 2001. The fix was also included in AP F 1816560 released June 5, 2001. In AP this bug 1530170 was causing a problem with the AP 'Procurement Card Transaction Validation Report'. 

25. What does the Procurement Card Transaction Validation Report do? 

The Procurement Card Transaction Validation Report should do the following: 

· Validate pcard transactions that have been loaded into the table 

· Build the default GL accounts for the pcard distribution records in the AP_EXPENSE_FEED_DISTS_ALL table 

· Establish the status for each distribution record 

· What are the concurrent requests used by Pcard? 

Pcard uses these concurrent requests: 

0. Procurement Card Transaction Validation Report 

1. Procurement Card Invoice Interface Summary 

2. Distribute Employee Card Transaction Verifications 

3. Distribute Manager Card Transactions Approvals 

4. In addition, pcards has the Procurement Card Test Data Prepopulation report. 
(However, no information could be found in the 11i Payables User's Guide for this report.) 

1. What windows or screen does Pcard use? 

Pcard uses the following windows: 

0. Credit Card Code sets window. 

1. Credit Card Programs window. (CC) 

2. Credit Card GL Account Sets window. 

3. Credit Card Profiles window. 

4. Credit Cards window. (CC) 

1. How accounting happens for Pcard transactions? 

Assuming that the create_distribution_flag is set to 'Y', when the pcard validation program is run, 

0. A single distribution record is created for each pcard transaction. 

1. At the lowest level of precedence is the user's HR setup. 

2. Next up is the default account template to which you refer. 

3. At the highest level of precedence is the build account from code functionality. 


So, if all default account template segment values are defined, then this will be the code combination. The one exception is if the build account from code check box is selected. If it is, then the natural account segment value will be based on this functionality. 

1. Does Pcard use the Expense Report Template? 

Expense report templates are used by the system as the basic control over various functionality related to reimbursable expenses. In terms of this document, it can determine default GL account segment values, and default tax codes. Since the pcards functionality does not use the expense report process flows, pcards does not use the expense template. 

1. What does Credit Card Transaction Validation Report program do? 

(i) Validate pcard transactions that have been loaded into the table 
(ii) Build the default GL accounts for the pcard distribution records in the AP_EXPENSE_FEED_DISTS_ALL table 
(iii) Establish the status for each distribution record
